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In the case of a headless autonomous council, the peer members of the highest instance in the headless council will be able to freely choose their future ambit of participation.  The GCD will take care of making contact with them to facilitate the process; the GCD will also be able to delegate this accompaniment to another more appropriate GC, for example, the orientator of the council from where the headless council originally detached.

The members of the highest level of the headless council will be invited to have a meeting, virtually or physically, convoked as soon as possible.

In this meeting, they will be able to:

- elect among them a new orientator of the council, unanimously;

- some to elect an orientator among them and others to decide to locate themselves in other councils

- all of them to decide to locate themselves in other councils.

From this meeting, minutes will be produced and will be sent to the GCD.

Whether only a few members elect a new orientator or if it happens unanimously, in both cases the new council that is formed may not have the structural conditions foreseen for autonomy.  Therefore the orientator will have to locate themselves in another council, participating there until these conditions are achieved and be promoted to the level of GC according to the agreed criteria of the Assembly, with the council taking a new number.  The new council contributes to the closure of the council in which it locates itself regardless of the time taken for its configuration.

Even when the new council has from the beginning the structural conditions demanded of a new autonomous council, the GC that has accompanied the process will communicate this to the GCD, who, given the exceptional circumstances will be able to assign a number to the council and incorporate the new GC into the Assembly without waiting until December or June.

In all the above cases, the headless council is dissolved, remaining in the memory of the Assembly and maintaining the validity of the closure of the council from which it detached in that moment.
